North West Mull Community Fund (NWMCF)
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Funds from the profits generated by the Eagle Hide on North West Mull Community Woodland Company (NWMCWC) land are being made available by the Board to the Community via the NWMCF. The Fund may be augmented from other sources in the future.

The NWMCF is open to anyone normally resident and students from families normally resident within the area as defined by NWMCWC Articles. The Fund gives financial assistance to Young and Senior Citizens in the form of small grants for social and educational objectives. Assistance to organisations and initiatives operating or based outwith the area but offering support or services etc. that benefit Young or Senior Citizens within the NWMCWC area may also be considered.

What will we fund?
Applications are invited from individuals and organisations for support in the following areas:
Further Education and training bursaries etc.
Youth and school events, clubs, training, development and equipment costs etc.
Events, clubs, training, development and equipment costs etc. for senior citizens in our communities.
Note: Potential applicants should be aware that resources are limited, and bids for help may exceed the funds available. 

NWMCF Panel
Applications will be considered by the NWMCF Panel which meets as necessary, but at a minimum of every six months. The Panel MAY decide on an application via email or other correspondence when an urgent decision is needed on an application deemed valid by the Chair.
The Panel will comprise a maximum of five persons of which at least two will be Directors of North West Mull Community Woodland Co. There will be a maximum of 3 other appointees drawn from the Mull Community.

Support Offered
Grants are mainly expected to be in the range £100-£500 and unlikely to exceed £1,000. The Panel are most likely to respond positively to applications which set out a specific project or activity where a sum of that order would make a substantial difference.
